Abstract

The lyrical ego in the young poetry of the southern temporarily occupied area from 1965 to
1975 expresses the non - epic sense considered from the self - experiment of fate. That is the
individual impasse in face of existing life and the grievousness of war consequences, which
is the human loneliness in the process of looking for his true self, and requirement of liberty
and also the non - satisfied human aspiration in the awareness of finding self -
consciousness. That is the expression of the existential ego with its abandoned complex,
which, though was not the decisive harmony of the lyrical voice in the poetry of this period,
can be considered to be the emphasis, the complement of the lyrical ego in the Vietnamese
young poetry in the1965 — 1975 period.
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
