Abstract

In recent years, the lower and upper secondary Ethnic Minorities Boarding Schools have
paid attention to the task of vocational education; consequently, they have achieved some
positive results. However, the vocational education in these schools has also revealed a few
weaknesses and shortcomings. A number of ethnic minorities boarding schools have
overlooked the organization of vocational education activities for their students; ethnic
minorities students who return home after their high school graduation without having
experienced vocational training occupy a quite large proportion (approximately 35%),
whereas there are lack of the cadre structure (in both quantity and quality) in many local
communities, as well as insufficient human resources training to meet the requirements of
industrialization and modernization in mountainous areas and ethnic minorities areas. With
these in mind, the authors of the paper have stated 6 management measures in vocational
education for the lower and upper secondary ethnic minorities boarding schools in the
Northwest Highlands, the Central Highlands and the Western South.
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
